Competition Rules and Regulations

MAIN STAGE 

Entry Procedures for the Competition: 

1. Entry into the contest will be on a first come, first serve basis. The 
first 15 from each category will be registered and additional 
registrants will be placed on a waiting list taken. 

2. All competitors will be required to sign release forms for the 
contest and must inform the office of their song at least one week 
in advance of the competition. Failure to do so will result in their 
being bumped from the contest and the first name from the 
waiting list being put in their position.  

3. All contestants must be residents of Whitecourt or Woodlands 
County. 

4. Competitors will audition in the order in which they register. The 
official contest will be held on Saturday, September 4 at 3:30 
pm at Rotary Park on the main stage. 

5. Competitors must come prepared with one song to sing at the 
contest, either done ‘a cappella’ (without live or instrumental 
accompaniment) or provide their music, on CD to the organizer 15 
minutes before their appearance on stage. They must also have a 
second song prepared in case of a tie. 

6. The procedures for entry and participation in the competition are 
subject to the Competition Rules. 

7. No competitor will be permitted to audition without submitting a 
valid, signed Competitor's Release Form for the Whitecourt Idol 
and Whitecourt Junior Idol contest. 

8. Competitors under the age of majority (under the age of 18) must 
have a guardian sign the Release Form prior to the Whitecourt 
audition(s). 
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9. No weapons, alcohol or non-prescription controlled substances will 

be permitted at any audition or during any part of the 
competition. 

10. The judges of the competition, at their sole discretion, may 
disqualify a competitor for behaving inappropriately or if they feel 
that the performance is inappropriate for the family audience. 

11. The top three, from both categories, will perform at the Party in 
the Park on Sunday, September 5, 2010, along with the 
opening bands. The times of the Whitecourt Idol performances will 
be announced to the winners after the competition on Saturday. 
Winners must be prepared to sing two songs; however, due to 
possible time constraints, only one song by each winner may be 
performed.  

 

All decisions by the ‘Party In The Park Committee’ 
shall be final.
